Installation Instructions (MSSQL 2005)
ProTeus V Enterprise Database
Installation Prerequisites

Please verify the following prior to performing these installation procedures:

· Operating systems supported: 
Windows 2000 Server, Sp4 or later
Windows Server 2003.

· MSSQL Servers supported: 
Microsoft SQL Server 2005

· The TCP-IP network protocol must be installed and operational.
Note:
For installations on MSSQL Server, the login must have System Administrator level privileges when creating the ProTeus V database.

Step 1: Create the ProTeus V Database

Running the script will create a default database name of ‘MaintMan”. However, any unique database name can be used by editing the script. Refer to procedure 7 below for details.
1. Create a new database through SQL Server Management Studio.

2. Insert the ProTeus V Installation CD. When the CD Browser opens, click on the [Exit] button.

3. Select the newly created database.

4. Select New Query.

5. Select Open File and browse to \ProTeus\Server\Mssql.

6. Open the file, INSTALL_MSSQL2005.SQL.

7. If the default database name of ‘MaintMan’ will be used, execute the script. Otherwise, edit line one of the script to replace ‘Maintman’ with the desired database name. Then execute the script.

8. Verify that the tables are present within the database by clicking on ‘Tables.’ 

Step 2: Set the MSSQL Server's security Logins

9. Use SQL Server Management Studio to set the logins and security of each individual or group that will be using ProTeus V. Within <your server name>|Security|Logins, add each user with a login type of Windows Authentication or SQL Server Authentication. Each user must have an account on the Windows domain to utilize Windows Authentication.
Note:
Add all users within “Security” before adding them to the database.

10. A ProTeus V Administrator must be created in order to perform certain actions when connecting to the ProTeus V database. These actions include the ability to access the ProTeus V Rights program, change field names, run the ProTeus V Language Utility, and enable the ProTeus V database. 
The ProTeus Administrator will need privileges to DB_ACCESSADMIN, DB_OWNER, DB_SECURITYADMIN and the MAINTENANCEMANAGER group. 
A typical user will only need to be added to one ProTeus group. Right-click on a user’s login name to bring up the ‘Properties’ menu.
Step 3: Define user rights for ProTeus V
11. On a client workstation, login to the ProTeus V Group Rights application as a ProTeus V Administrator.

12. During the database creation process, several default ProTeus V user groups are created. There should already be users present in these groups, based upon what was done in “Step 2”, above (to add or remove users, use SQL Server Management Studio). When rights are assigned to these ProTeus V groups, they change how the users will interact with ProTeus V only. Here, access to all portions of the ProTeus V application can be controlled based upon the user’s group. Please note that a user may belong to only one group at a given time.
Note:
If additional groups other than the default groups created during installation of the database are needed, please contact Eagle Technology, Inc. Support Department for instructions and a script. DO NOT attempt to create additional Groups through SQL Server Management Studio, as this will corrupt the database.
Additional Notes:

When selecting Windows Authentication during setup or from ProTeus DBName, no username or password is required therefore a Login dialog box will not appear. The user will be logged into MSSQL Server using his or her initial Windows login. If users have a ‘Standard’ type authentication (in SQL Server Management Studio) or have “With SQL Server Authentication” selected in DBName, a Login dialog box will appear and they will be required to enter their login name and password.
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
