Installation Instructions (MSSQL)
ProTeus V Enterprise Client
Installation Prerequisites

Please verify the following prior to performing these installation procedures:

· Operating systems supported  
Windows 2000 Professional Sp4 or later
Windows XP Professional Sp1A or later
Windows Vista (Business or Enterprise Editions)

· The TCP-IP network protocol must be installed and operational.

· All installations must be performed logged in with ADMINISTRATOR rights to the LOCAL PC.

· ProTeus V requires Microsoft Data Access Components (MDAC) v2.7. MDAC 2.7 will be installed or updated automatically to meet this requirement.

· Regional Options Date must be set to a four-digit year (mm/dd/yyyy).

· Verify that any previous versions of ProTeus have been removed.

· The ProTeus V database must be installed and functioning on the MSSQL Server.

· Internet Explorer version 6.0 Sp1 or higher is required for all ProTeus V client installations.
Note:
For MSSQL Server installations, the login must have ProTeus Database Administrator level privileges within the ProTeus V database. Refer to the document MSSQL2000db.doc for MSSQL 2000 or MSSQL2005db.doc for MSSQL 2005 on the ProTeus V installation CD for details.

Step 1: Install the ProTeus V Client

This installation must be completed on each workstation that is to connect to the ProTeus V database.

1. Insert the ProTeus V Installation CD. If the CD Browser does not automatically launch, browse to the CD Rom drive, and double-click on ‘Launch.exe.’

2. From the CD Browser under “Step 2”, click on [Enterprise].
3. Click on Install to proceed with the install of SQL Native Client. 

4. The installer will attempt to install the ProTeus V Client in the following directory: C:\Program Files\Eagle\ProTeus V. If there are other requirements, specify a new path during the installation. Otherwise, follow all of the installer’s default settings.

5. When prompted, choose the appropriate database type (either SQL 2000 or SQL 2005) from the drop-down list and enter the name of the MSSQL Server that the ProTeus V database is installed upon, as well as the database name (default is ‘MaintMan’).

6. Select the radio button that corresponds to the authentication type that will be used (Windows NT Authentication or SQL Authentication).  Click ‘OK.’

7. If the information entered is accurate, answer ‘Yes’ to the prompt “Is the information correct?”

8. Click the ‘Finish’ button and allow the installation to complete. If prompted, restart the computer.
Step 2: Enable Product 

This portion of the installation only needs to be performed one time from a workstation that has ProTeus V Client installed. These steps will enable all ProTeus V clients. For any additional ProTeus V client installations, this step may be ignored.

Note:  Refer to the Codes provided for Enabling the Product

1. Insert the ProTeus V Installation CD. If the CD Browser does not automatically launch, browse to the CD Rom drive and double-click on ‘Launch.exe.’

2. From the CD Browser under “Step 3”, click on [Enable Product].

3. Login as the ProTeus V Administrator.

4. In the Product Level box, select  ProTeus V Enterprise and click the arrow icon, next to the Product Level box.

5. Enter the Security Code provided into the space labeled ‘Enter Security Code’.

6. In the Product Counts box, select ‘Set Concurrent Users-ProTeus’ and click the arrow icon to the right of the Product Counts box.  Enter the Security Code and the number of Concurrent Users into the spaces provided for each. Click ‘OK.’ A confirmation will briefly display on the bottom of the window.

7.  Close the ADD/REMOVE Options program.

Step 3: Set the Language in the Database

This portion of the installation only needs to be performed one time from a workstation that has ProTeus V Client installed.  These steps will set the language in the Database.

Note:
The English language is required to be installed before any secondary languages are installed.

9. From the CD Browser under “Step 4”, click on [Install Language].

10. Login as the ProTeus V Administrator.

11. English (United States) will automatically be selected. Click ‘Install Language’ to begin the installation. The installation is complete when the prompt Language English (United States) Is Installed appears at the bottom of the window. If no additional languages need to be installed, close the Language Utility.  
To Install Additional Languages:

To install a non-English language, the workstation’s Regional Options must match those of the ProTeus language being installed.

1. Click in the check box next to the additional language to be installed and click the ‘Install Language’ button. Close the Language Utility after all additional languages are installed.
Step 4: Install Optional Modules (Optional)

1. Install any Optional Modules at this time. Refer to the specific Optional Module Installation Instructions for details.
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
