Installation Instructions (MSSQL Express)
ProTeus V Professional Database

Installation Prerequisites

Please verify the following prior to performing these installation procedures:

· Desktop Operating systems supported:  
Windows 2000 Professional Sp4 or later

Windows XP Professional Sp1A or later

Windows Vista (Business or Enterprise Editions)

· Server Operating systems supported:  
Windows 2000 Server Sp4 or later

Windows Server 2003

· The TCP-IP network protocol must be installed and operational.

· All installations must be performed logged in with ADMINISTRATOR rights to the LOCAL PC.

· ProTeus V requires Microsoft Data Access Components (MDAC) v2.7. MDAC 2.7 will be installed or updated automatically to meet this requirement.

· Regional Options Date must be set to a four-digit year (mm/dd/yyyy).

· Verify that any previous versions of ProTeus have been removed.

· Internet Explorer version 6.0 Sp1 or higher is required for all ProTeus V installations.

· Microsoft .NET Framework 2.0 is required for all installations, a copy of the installer can be found on the ProTeus V Installation CD in the Utilities directory.

Note:    If MSSQL Express database is installed on a Windows XP computer with Service Pack 2, additional clients trying to access the database will fail due to new security restraints.  If you desire to install this configuration please refer to Microsoft Knowledge Base Article 841249.

Step 1: Install the ProTeus V Database

The steps above only need to be completed once, upon the initial installation of the ProTeus V Database.

1. On the PC or server computer that will act as the database server, insert the ProTeus V Installation CD. If the CD Browser does not automatically launch, browse to the CD Rom drive, and double-click on ‘Launch.exe.’

2. From the CD Browser, under “Step 1”, click on [Professional].

3. Installer will ask to install Microsoft SQL Server 2005 Express ProTeus DB, Click OK.

4. The installer will continue to Setup/Configure Microsoft SQL Server 2005 Express and the necessary components.

5. The installer will attempt to install the ProTeus V Database in the following directory: C:\Program Files\Eagle\ProTeus V\SQLX. If there are other requirements, specify a new path during the installation. Otherwise, follow all of the installer’s default settings.

6. Allow the installation to complete. 

Note: Installation creates the administrative login “mm” in the database. The default password for this login is “Proteus5” (Case Sensitive).

ProTeus V Database Removal Instructions

To remove the ProTeus database through Add/Remove Programs control panel, proceed in the following order:  

1. Remove ProTeus V Sql Express

2. Remove Microsoft SQL Server 2005

a. When the uninstall for Microsoft SQL Server 2005 is launched, a list will appear showing all of the SQL Express instances installed on the machine.  Check the checkbox labeled “Remove SQL Server 2005 Instance Components,” and then check the radio button only for “ProteusDB,” from the list below. Do not check the box to remove SQL Server 2005 common components.

Note: When ProTeus is the only MSSQL Express Instance on the workstation and the workstation needs to be completely cleansed of all MSSQL Express Components, check the checkbox labeled “Workstation Components”.

b. Click the Next button, verify the database engine name of ProTeusDB, and then click Finish.

c. During uninstall, a prompt will appear stating a component cannot be removed because it is in use.  Click the ‘Ignore’ button, and allow the process to continue.

3. Remove Microsoft SQL Server Native Client.  

a. The entries for “Microsoft SQL Server Setup Support Files” and “Microsoft SQL Server VSS Writer” will be removed automatically later, but will still be present after the three components above are removed.  They can be ignored.

4. Remove the MSSQL Instance containing the ProTeus Files

a. Locate the ProTeusDB SQL instance.  Search for file “Maintman.mdf.”  Locate the directory in which this file exists; e.g. “Program Files\Microsoft SQL Server\MSSQL.1\MSSQL\Data.”  Delete or empty the “MSSQL.*” directory, where   “ * “ indicates an incremental number dependent upon how many instances of SQL Express are installed.  Delete ONLY the instance directory that contains the “Maintman.mdf” file.

5. Remove the SQLX Directory

a. The last step is to go to \Program Files\Eagle\ProTeus V\ directory, and delete the SQLX directory.
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
